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This paper mainly discusses some debates and critics of Esping –Andersen’s regime approach and typology. We then use empirical evidence to examine how many welfare regimes could be identified, how much continuity and change in these welfare regimes we find, and whether East Asian welfare states (Japan, South Korea and Taiwan) form a separate regime.
