Short note for the presentation by Prof. Ian Gough 

Ian Gough introduces his framework of insecurity and welfare regimes to analyse variations across the developing world. He then applies this to East Asia, concentrating on six countries (and excluding China). After describing the welfare mix and welfare outcomes in the region he identifies a unifying East Asian productivist welfare regime. The next section reviews two distinctive explanations of this regime in terms of Confucianism and the developmental state. Finally he addresses the impact of the 1997 crisis and speculates on future developments.
