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The main purpose of this study is to offer a comprehensive analysis of the changes and their effects of social welfare programs in DJ administration. In order to do that, this study initially shows growth of social expenditure and expansion in terms of coverage and benefit level for each of 4 major social insurance program. And, this study also analyzes changing trends of income packaging, poverty rate, and level of income inequality using the micro data of ‘Income and Expenditure Survey of Urban Households’ by the National Statistical Office. Major results are as follows: (1) A ratio of public transfer in family income packaging increased. Although (2) poverty rate and gini coefficient, which were 7.8% and 0.29 in 1996, rose to 8.8~10.4% and 0.30~0.34 respectively, (3) poverty reduction effect and income inequality reduction effect of public income transfer increased preferably during the year of 1998-2002. Those effects increased supplementary since the enactment of National Basic Livelihood Security in 2000. However, those effects are still relatively lower than those in advanced countries, the government should provide more national welfare programs to reduce the poverty rate and to improve better structure of income distribution.
