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In Taiwan, protecting children from being abused has grown to be a more serious concern for government and general public over the last few years. It has shown the increases in the numbers of both reported cases of abused children and the users of consultative services. This, on the one hand, could indicate that the problem of child maltreatment is indeed getting more and more serious. On the other hand, however, it also could be an impact of which the government has been putting much more effort on promoting the idea of child protection. The public has learnt to be more aware of the issue, and the problems are now more likely to be revealed.

The fact that the number of child abuse cases is increasing brings out the demands for the government to take action to deal the situation. More child protection services are required and an efficient system is desired. As a result, it is important to examine the child protection in Taiwan from a macro perspective in order to explore whether the system is sufficient for protecting children. To do so entails understanding and exploring of the child protection policies, legislation, practice, other influences, and their interactions. This perspective underpins the whole study. In -depth interviews to the child protection practitioners as well as collection of relevant official documents are applied in this study. The results show the deficiencies of current protection systems. Further suggestions for a more comprehensive and efficient child protection system are also discussed in the final part of the study.
